Minister: By what common and gracious experiences do we enter into
spiritual fellowship and covenant relations with God and with one another?

Congregation: Having been led, as we believe, by the Spirit of God, to receive

Minister: Since one is our Master, even Christ, and all we are brethren, by what
fraternal ministries are we to strengthen each other and adorn the teach- ings of
our Lord and Saviour?

Congregation: We further engage to watch over one another in brotherly
love; to remember each other in prayer; to aid each other in sickness and dis-
tress; to cultivate Christian sympathy in feeling and courtesy in speech; to be
slow to take offense, but always ready for reconciliation and mindful of the
rules of our Saviour to secure it without delay.

Together: We moreover engage, that when we remove from this place, we will as
soon as possible. unite with some other church, where we can carry out the spirit
of this covenant and the principles of God's word.
